	Applicable to: All persons involved in the management of practice facilities and members of Stone SP Cricket Club carrying out cricket training during the period of Government and ECB restrictions.

	
	


2. Background 
	Stone SP Cricket Club (CC) play cricket at two home grounds, Stone and Swynnerton Park. Both grounds have practice facilities.
During the Covid 19 pandemic, the facility at Swynnerton Park shall remain closed to members for the purpose of cricket practice.

This risk assessment is only pertinent to cricket practice and facilities at Stone Cricket Club, Lichfield Road, Stone, whilst government guidance and restrictions remain in place.
This risk assessment details management procedures, limitations of the facilities being offered, requirements of those using the facilities and decontamination procedures.

For clarity the term member refers to a fully paid up senior member or a fully paid up junior member accompanied by a parent or guardian from the same household. 
Stone SP CC Facilities Manager refers to the club member acting as a volunteer to oversee the facility during the period of the booking.
The facilities manager at the time of the practice session will have control of all events taking place within the premises.

In line with current Government guidance - if any person wishing to attend is Covid 19 symptomatic, living in a household with a possible COVID-19 infection or if they are classified as extremely vulnerable on health grounds, they should remain at home and follow Government guidance. Such persons should not attempt to book practice facility sessions.

Stone SP CC will permit the use of its practice facilities and designated areas of the cricket pitch for use during pre-booked times.

Current Government and ECB Guidance will be followed only if directed by the Management Committee of Stone SP CC.


	Members conducting cricket practice using facilities at Stone Cricket Ground, will adhere to all the requirements of this Risk Assessment including:
1. Booking of Practice Facility. Members can book the practice facility for their sole use following instructions on Stone SP CC social media sites and club website. Members can only use the facility during their pre booked time and will not be permitted on the club premised at any times outside of the pre booked period. Members turning up at such times will be asked to leave the premises. Members cannot transfer the pre booked practice slot to other members unless ratified by the Stone SP CC Facilities Manager. Members and (Parents and guardians of) will be required to have completed a booking form agreeing with the terms and conditions set out within prior to carrying out the session.
2. Government and EBC Guidance. Members to follow the most recent guidance at all times at all times.
3. Arrival at the club. Access will be via the Priory Road Entrance only. Members must remain outside of the ground until given permission to enter by the Stone SP CC Facilities Manager. Only club members or in the case of junior members and a parent or guardian from the same household will be permitted entry. No other members of the family shall be permitted to enter the ground.
4. Practice Period Members are only permitted to use the practice facilities and areas of the cricket pitch as directed by the Stone SP CC Facilities Manager. The members will respect the allocated time slot and will not be permitted to extend the practice period. The duration of the practice session will be at the discretion of the Stone SP CC Facilities Manager, the manager will also have the right to reduce, curtail or cancel the practice session duration without having to give a valid reason.
5. Guidance and Rules. Those using the practice facility will have to obey Government Guidelines, ECB directives, Stone SP CC Rules including rules approved by the Stone SP CC Management Committee pertinent to the use of practice facilities during this period.
6. Decontamination. Decontamination of the practice facility shall only be conducted by the designated Stone SP CC Facilities Manager, using materials provided by Stone SP CC.


3. Summary of Activity – Requirement of those Booking the Practice Facilities 
4. ECB Position Statement
	ECB maintains the position that all recreational cricket remains suspended until further notice, with the sole exception of the use of outdoor cricket facilities (nets and pitches) for the purpose of undertaking exercise as set out in our detailed guidance document.

The adjusted lockdown restrictions provide an opportunity for the use of outdoor cricket facilities (nets and pitches) for the purpose of undertaking exercise.

Summary of guidelines for outdoor cricket facilities use 

In summary:

1. You can exercise outdoors on your own, with members of your household or with one other person from outside your household while keeping two metres apart at all times. You must only exercise in groups of no more than two people, unless you are exercising exclusively with members of your household.

2. Social distancing of at least two metres must be maintained at all times (unless all participants are members of the same household).

3. Only one-to-one coaching is permitted per session.

4. Nets should be used on an ‘every other’ basis, leaving one net free between nets.

5. Clubhouses can be reopened in a limited way for operational reasons (e.g. for access to first aid equipment) or for toilet access (see below) but all communal areas including bar, changing rooms etc are to remain closed for general use.

6. Toilet facilities can be opened if the venue wishes, but particular care should be taken by those using them and those cleaning them. Where they are open, venues must ensure soap and water is provided.

7. No indoor activity at all.

8. We recommend using your own equipment if possible. If equipment is being shared, please follow UK Government’s guidance on the sharing of equipment.

9. No saliva or sweat should come into contact with the ball at any time.

10. Wash hands at home before and after using the outdoor facilities. Bring your own hand sanitiser where possible.

ECB is clear that outdoor facilities should only reopen if those responsible for them are ready to do so and they can do so safely, following public health guidance: no club should reopen their outdoor facilities if they feel unable to meet the requirements.


5. Stone SP CC’s Position with respect to the ECB Statement
	Stone SP CC will make available outdoor cricket facilities (nets and certain areas of the cricket pitch) for the purpose of undertaking exercise as set out in our detailed guidance document.

The adjusted lockdown restrictions provide an opportunity for the use of outdoor cricket facilities (nets and pitches) for the purpose of undertaking exercise.

Summary of guidelines for outdoor cricket facilities use 

In summary:

1. Members may practice on their own or with members of their household or with one other person from outside their household while keeping two metres apart at all times. Exercise will only be permitted in groups of no more than two people, unless you are exercising exclusively with members of your household.

2. Social distancing of at least two metres must be maintained at all times (unless all participants are members of the same household).

3. No one-to-one coaching is currently being offered.

4. Only one all-weather practice net will be available for member to use within their pre-booked practice session.
5. Clubhouses including bar, changing rooms, showers etc will remain closed.

6. Toilet facilities will not be available. 

7. No indoor activity will be permitted.

8. Members must use their own equipment including cricket balls.
9. One set of plastic cleanable stumps will be provided by Stone SP CC. These are to remain within the practice facility and will be decontaminated after each session 
10. No saliva or sweat should come into contact with a ball at any time.

11. Wash hands at home before and after using the outdoor facilities. Bring your own hand sanitiser where possible.
12. Do not arrive early and leave once your time permitted practice is complete.



6. Specific Rules Regarding Practice
	1. Only use your allocated Net in your allotted time. Do not attempt to join another practice session.

2. Social Distancing of at least two (2) metres must be maintained at all times. (Unless all participants are members of the same household).

3. Members to provide their own training / playing equipment including balls. No club equipment including the use of the bowling machine will be permitted.

4. Members may bring refreshments for the practice session. All rubbish from such must be taken home by those practicing.

5. You are encouraged to provide your own hand sanitiser where possible. If this isn’t possible wash your hands in soap and water before and after visiting the club. No hand washing facilities will be provided.

6. Avoid contact with surfaces and equipment as much as possible. This includes cricket balls. The bowler if sharing the practice session with another person not from his household must provide the ball which he is going to bowl with. These should not be shared for the reciprocal part of the practice session.

7. Do not leave any property behind, this will be disposed of, unless immediate arrangements can be made for its retrieval.

8. Spitting or chewing gum will not be permitted at any time whilst on the clubs premises.

9. No Saliva or Sweat should be applied to cricket equipment at any time.
10. Do not touch face with bare hands 
11. Safe practice should be conducted at all times, this will be monitored by the designated Stone SP CC Facilities Manager.
12. Manage your practice time wisely to avoid extending your time on the premises, this may have an impact on other member’s bookings. Remember dedicated time is required to decontaminate the practice facility after your session. 
Any breach of these rules will result in the session being curtailed. Serious breaches of discipline could be result in future bookings being refused or disciplinary procedures as stated with the club rules.

	This risk assessment includes the measures Stone SP CC are actively taking to mitigate the spread of coronavirus.
